Why This Environmental Debate Matters

ver the past few days,

the “Save Aravalli” cam-

paign has gained strong

momentum across In-
dia. What began as an online
movement has now reached the
streets, with hundreds of peo-
ple protesting in Rajasthan and
Haryana. In a country where en-
vironmental issues often fail to
attract mass attention, this lev-
el of public awareness is both
rare and significant.

The controversy began
after a Supreme Court hearing
on 20 November, during which
recommendations made by a
panel of the Union Ministry of
Environment were accepted.
According to the new defini-
tion, only landforms that rise
100 metres or more above sur-
rounding land will officially be
classified as Aravalli hills. As a
result, more than 90 percent
of the Aravalli region may no
longer qualify as “Aravalli” in
legal terms.

This change has raised
serious concerns. Data from
the Forest Survey of India sug-
gests that out of more than
12,000 hill formations across
15 Aravalli districts in Rajast-

han, only about 1,000 meet
the new criteria. This means
that the remaining land could
potentially be opened for

mining, construction, and
real estate activities.

The problem is that the
Aravallis are not just a mountain
range. They are one of the oldest
mountain systems in the world,
nearly 2.5 billion years old, and
play a crucial role in protecting
North India's ecology. Stretch-
ing nearly 700 kilometres from
Gujarat to Delhi, the Aravallis
act as a natural barrier between
the Thar Desert and the fertile
plains of northern India. They
help control desertification,
reduce dust storms, support
groundwater recharge, and reg-
ulate regional climate.

The destruction of this
natural wall would have serious
consequences, higher pollution
levels, extreme heat, falling
groundwater tables, and in-

creased ecological damage. The
Aravalli region is also home to 22
wildlife sanctuaries, four tiger
reserves, and important wet-
lands like Sultanpur and Samb-
har Lake. It serves as a corridor
for elephants and several en-
dangered species.

Although the government has
stated that the new definition
is meant to regulate mining,
public trust remains low. Offi-
cial data shows that since 2020,
over 27,000 cases of illegal min-
ing have been reported in Ra-
jasthan alone, while only a small
number resulted in formal po-
lice cases. Drone surveys in plac-
es like Bhilwara have revealed
that actual mining far exceeds
permitted limits.

Thisis not an isolated is-
sue. Similar patterns have been
seen in Chhattisgarh’'s Hasdeo
forests, Assam'’s Dehing Patkai
wildlife sanctuary, and tribal
regions of Odisha, where envi-
ronmental protections were di-
luted to allow mining projects.
In many cases, local communi-
ties claim that projects were
approved without genuine con-
sent from gram sabhas.

A deeper concern is the
growing influence of corporate
interests in environmental de-
cision-making. Mining is impor-

tant for development, but when
laws are changed to benefit a
few companies at the cost of
forests, wildlife, and indigenous
communities, development los-
es its moral legitimacy.

Our Constitution begins
with the words “We, the People
of India” These words remind
us that democracy does not end
with elections. Governments
are elected to serve the people,
not to rule without accountabil-
ity. Citizens have both the right
and the responsibility to ques-
tion decisions that affect their
environment and future.

The movement to save
the Aravallis is not just about
one mountain range. It is about
the larger question of whether
development can be sustaina-
ble, inclusive, and environmen-
tally responsible. If citizens re-
main silent today, tomorrow
the same logic may be applied
to other fragile regions such as
the Western Ghats or the Great
Nicobar Islands.

True progress does not
come from destroying nature
but from learning to coexist
with it. Saving the Aravallis is,
therefore, not an act of protest,
it is an act of responsibility.

In today’'s digital
age, technology has made
life easier, but it has also
given rise to new kinds of
crimes. One such growing cy-
ber-crime is known as Digital
Arrest. It is a fraudulent tac-
tic in which criminals pretend
to be government officials or
law enforcement officers to
threaten and cheat innocent
people.

In this scam, fraud-
sters contact victims through
phone calls, messages, or
video calls. They falsely claim
that the victim’s personal in-
formation, mobile number, or
bank account is linked to se-
rious crimes such as money
laundering, drug trafficking,
smuggling, or cyber fraud. To
create panic, they warn the
victim that they are under
“digital arrest” and that their
bank accounts will be frozen
or they may be sent to jail.

Out of fear and con-
fusion, many people blindly
follow the fake instructions
given by the criminals. The

scammers then force victims
to transfer large amounts of
money or share sensitive in-
formation like OTPs, Aadhaar
details, or bank credentials.
Once the information is
shared, the criminals misuse
it and disappear, leaving the
victim helpless.

Digital arrest scams
have become more com-
mon in recent years because
people rely heavily on digital
communication and often
trust official-sounding calls
without verification. Lack of
awareness and fear of legal
action make people easy tar-
gets for such frauds.

To stay safe, one
must remember that no
government agency arrests
people over phone calls or
video chats. Any suspicious
call should be verified, and
personal or financial de-
tails should never be shared.
Awareness and alertness
are the strongest weapons
against cyber-crimes like
digital arrest.

Aviation Crisis

When Monopoly Grounds the Common Passenger

n first week of December’25,

air travel in India has turned

into a nightmare for thou-

sands of passengers. Major
airports across the country have
witnessed chaos, long queues,
overnight waits, delayed flights
stretching up to 18-20 hours, and
sudden cancellations without
clear explanations. Families have
missed weddings, students have
missed examinations, business
travellers have lost crucial meet-
ings, many missed connecting
flights and many holidays have
been cancelled before they even
began.

What should have been
smooth journeys turned airports
into overcrowded waiting halls,
almost resembling bus termi-
nals. Angry passengers argued
with airline staff, some staged
protests, while others took to
social media to express their
frustration. This unprecedent-
ed disruption has raised serious
questions, not only about one
airline, but about the structure
of India’s aviation sector itself.

A major share of the
crisis has been linked to Indi-
go Airlines, which operates over
60% of India's domestic flights.

In early December alone, more
than 2,000 Indigo flights were
cancelled. At the same time,
ticket prices on other airlines in-
creased sharply, sometimes be-
coming more expensive for do-
mestic routes than international
travel.

Indigo has attributed the disrup-
tionstonewly revised Flight Duty
Time Limitation (FDTL) rules
introduced by the Directorate
General of Civil Aviation (DGCA).
These rules were designed to
improve flight safety by reduc-
ing pilot fatigue through longer
rest periods and fewer night
landings. While these changes
were necessary and aligned with
global safety standards, airlines
were given nearly a year to pre-
pare for their implementation.

According to pilot asso-
ciations, the real issue lies not
in the rules but in poor plan-
ning. Despite knowing about
the upcoming changes well in
advance, Indigo allegedly froze
hiring instead of expanding its
workforce. When travel demand
increased during the festive and
winter season, the airline lacked
enough crew to operate smooth-
ly under the new safety regula-
tions. This resulted in a chain
reaction of delays and cancella-
tions.

Faced with nationwide
disruption, the government
eventually postponed the imple-
mentation of certain rules and
issued temporary relaxations.
While this helped ease the imme-
diate crisis, it raised a troubling
question: Why was a single airline
powerful enough to force such a



decision?

Indigo’s dominance is
not accidental. Over the past
two decades, many competing
airlines, such as Kingfisher, Sa-
hara, Jet Airways, and Go First,
have shut down. Today, India's
aviation market is largely con-
trolled by two players: Indigo
and the Tata-owned Air India
group. With limited competition,
airlines gain excessive power,
while passengers lose choice.

This pattern is not limit-
ed to aviation. Similar monopo-
lies or duopolies can be seen in
sectors like telecom (Jio and Air-
tel), cement (Adani and Ultrat-
ech), ports, and airports. When
markets are controlled by a few
large corporations, prices rise,
service quality declines, and ac-
countabhility weakens. Ultimate-
ly, the burden falls on ordinary
citizens.

This aviation disruption
is a warning sign. Safety reg-
ulations should never be com-
promised, but neither should
governments allow essential
services to be controlled by a
single dominant player. Strong
regulation, fair competition, and
long-term planning are neces-
sary to protect public interest.

Air travel is no longer a
luxury, it is a necessity for stu-
dents, patients, professionals,
and families alike. A system
where passengers are left help-
less during crises reflects deeper
structural problems that must
be addressed urgently.

The recent aviation crisis
is not just about delayed flights;
it is about power, accountability,
and choice. If monopolies con-
tinue to grow unchecked, similar
disruptions may occur in other
sectors as well. For a truly devel-
oped and democratic nation, cit-
izens must always come before
profits.

Education in India is standing

at the threshold of a major transfor-
mation-one that is not merely about
adding new chaptersto textbooks, but
about reshaping how students think,
learn, and interact with the world. The
Central Board of Secondary Education
(CBSE) has drafted a ground-breaking
curriculum that brings Artificial Intelli-
gence (Al) and computational thinking
into school education, starting as ear-
ly as Class 3 up to Class 12.

Classes 6-8: Introduction to founda-
tional Al concepts with project-based
assessments and helpful handbooks.
Classes 9-10: Advanced computational
thinking and intermediate Al become
compulsory, building stronger tech lit-
eracy.
Classes 11-12: Specialized Al and ma-
chine learning offered as elective sub-
jects, giving students the chance to
explore future career paths.

This initiative alighs with the
National Education Policy 2020 and

the National Curriculum Framework
2023, reflecting India’s ambition to be-
come a global leader in digital innova-
tion.

However, such a transforma-
tion comes with clear challenges. In-
dia has nearly 1.5 million schools, over
248 million students, and more than
10 million teachers. Many schools still
struggle with basic digital infrastruc-
ture, uneven internet access, and
limited availability of devices. Teach-
ers, too, will need extensive training,
especially those unfamiliar with Al
tools. The government plans to pre-
pare new learning materials and con-
duct nationwide teacher-training pro-
grammes, but scaling these efforts
across the entire education system
will take time and careful planning.

Despite the obstacles,
this move places India among for-
ward-looking nations such as China,
Finland, and the UAE, which have al-
ready begun integrating Al into school
education.

The shift toward Al in Indian
classrooms is more than a curriculum
change-it is a cultural shift towards
curiosity, creativity, and critical think-
ing. If implemented successfully, this
programme could empower millions
of young minds with the skills needed
to shape the future, not just adapt to
it.

The coming months will reveal
how swiftly India can turn this excit-
ing vision into reality.

o0 you know who went far-
thest from Earth in histo-
ry? And do you know why
a space mission that never
landed on the Moon is still remem-
bered as one of NASA's greatest
successes? The answer to both
questions lies in the thrilling story
of Apollo 13, rightly called “The Suc-
cessful Failure.”
Apollo 13 was launched on 11 April
1970 from the Kennedy Space
Center. It was the seventh crewed
mission of NASA's Apollo pro-
gramme and was supposed to be
the third mission to land on the
Moon. The spacecraft was com-
manded by Jim Lovell, with Jack
Swigert as the Command Module
Pilot and Fred Haise as the Lunar
Module Pilot. Everything seemed
perfectly planned, and the mission
aimed to land near the Fra Mauro
region of the Moon to study its geo-
logical history.

By this time, the United States had already
achieved President John F. Kennedy's dream of landing
a man on the Moon. Apollo 11 had succeeded, and Apol-
lo 12 had shown that astronauts could land precisely.
Apollo 13 was meant to go further, not just to land,
but to explore and study the Moon in detail. The Sat-
urn V rocket carrying Apollo 13 was the heaviest ever
launched by NASA, and the crew had undergone more
than 1,000 hours of intense training to face any possi-
ble emergency.

The launch took place exactly on time, though there
were minor technical issues during ascent. However,
the real danger appeared nearly 56 hours into the mis-
sion, when the spacecraft was about 3,30,000 km from
Earth. After a routine command to stir the oxygen
tanks, the crew suddenly heard a loud explosion. Mo-
ments later came the famous words by Jack Swigert:
“Okay, Houston, we've had a problem here.”

An oxygen tank had exploded, crippling the space-
craft’s power system. Fuel cells began shutting down,

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oxygen was leaking into space, and
the Command Module was slowly dy-
ing. The Moon landing was immediate-
ly cancelled. From that moment, the
mission had only one goal, bring the
astronauts back alive.

Mission Control made a bold decision:
the Lunar Module, meant for Moon
landing, would now act as a lifeboat.
The crew moved into it, conserving
power and oxygen. The spacecraft
looped around the Moon, and at its
closest point, 400,171 km from Earth
- Apollo 13 set a world record for the
farthest humans have ever travelled
from our planet.

Survival was still uncertain. Carbon di-
oxide levels rose dangerously because
the Lunar Module had filters meant
for only two astronauts, not three. In
one of the most inspiring moments
in space history, NASA engineers in-
vented a solution using simple mate-

rials like duct tape, plastic covers, and
manuals. This life-saving device was
nicknamed “the mailbox.” And fortu-
nately, It worked perfectly.

With freezing temperatures, extreme
thirst, and exhaustion, the crew fol-
lowed a never-before-used procedure
to restart the Command Module just
in time for re-entry. Thanks to team-
work, intelligence, and courage - both
in space and on Earth - Apollo 13 safe-
ly splashed down in the South Pacific
Ocean on 17 April 1970.

Although Apollo 13 failed to land on the
Moon, it succeeded in proving some-
thing far greater: human determina-
tion, teamwork, and problem-solving
can overcome even the worst disas-
ters. That is why Apollo 13 will always
be remembered - not as a failure, but
as a successful failure.

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The Forgotten Chapter of
History: When Gulf Sta-
tes Were Linked to India

History is full of surprising
moments. Sometimes small events
can completely change the desti-
ny of nations. Yet, some of those
events disappear from textbooks
and from memory. One such for-
gotten chapter is the relationship
between India and the Arabian Pen-
insula, especially the Gulf region.

Until the mid-20th centu-
ry, regions like UAE, Qatar, Bahrain,
Oman and Yemen were governed
under British India. These areas
were considered part of the Indian
administration during British rule.
The Viceroy of India in Delhi was the
supreme authority over them.

It may sound unbelievable, but here
are a few historical facts:

. The Sultan of Oman in 1956
spoke Urdu more fluently than Ara-
bic because he was educated in Ra-
jasthan, India.

. The police and army of
Yemen often wore uniforms of Hy-
derabad State.

. From Aden to Kuwait, law
enforcement and governance were
controlled through New Delhi.

. People from these regions
once received British Indian pass-
ports.

This clearly shows how

closely these Gulf areas were once
connected to India's political sys-
tem.
In the 1920s, when Indian independ-
ence movements became stronger,
leaders like those in Congress and
Muslim League defined India not as
an empire, but as a land meant for
the people of the Indian subconti-
nent. Therefore, the Arab territo-
ries no longer fit into this idea of a
future independent India.

So, step by step, the British sepa-
rated them:

+In 1937, Yemen (Aden) was officially
removed from Indian governance

+ But the Gulf States remained un-
der India's administration till 1947
Yes, even just months before In-
dependence, the Gulf was still run
from Delhi!

A Critical Date We Forgot

On 1 April 1947, the British
finally separated the Gulf States
from India. Had this small admin-
istrative step not been taken, the
map of Asia might look very dif-
ferent today. The Gulf states could
have become a part of India or Pa-
kistan — just like Hyderabad or Ju-
nagadh - when Partition happened
in August 1947.

Did You Know?

The Indian National Rupee
(INR) was the official currency in
many Gulf countries until the late
20th century. Even after India and
Pakistan became independent, the
Gulf states still used Indian curren-
cy for years!

History That Was Erased

In 1971, when Britain finally
left the region and Gulf countries
gained independence, a new na-
tional identity was created there.
Their history books mentioned
British rule, but removed referenc-
es to their Indian connection. Even
today, many Gulf citizens do not
know about this chapter. One Qatari
elder remembers: “In my childhood,
Indians were seen as the ruling
class here. Today, they are labour-
ers cleaning our cities. How time
changes everything!”

This statement reminds us
that historical roles can completely
reverse.

Why This History Matters
History doesn't disappear -

only memories do.

Learning about this forgotten rela-

tionship helps us understand:

«  How power and status change
over time
